ASSEMBLY - Recommended Procedures ,
With a few exceptions, your new fertilizer spreader was delivered assembled. To
facilitate loading and to prevent damage in transit, the PTO Drive Assembly and
the spinner Guard may not be assembled. Some final assembly procedures are
needed.

PTO DRIVE
To assemble to PTO Dirive, refer to parts drawing.

SPINNER GUARD

1. Locate spinner guard. It is taped to the rear of the spreader frame.
Associated mounting hardware will be attached to the guard.

.4 Remove mounting hardware. Position spinner guard against rear member
of spreader frame with tubular portion to the top.

3. Fasten guard with bolts and plates provided.

ADJUSTMENTS
The following adjustments were preset at the factory. However, it is a good idea to
visually check these items before operating directions are given here so that you
can make these adjustments if they are necessary.

PTO BELT TENSION
Refer to PTO Spinner Drive drawing.
il Remove rear shield (22).

2. Loosen bolt securing idler pulley to rear drive plate (28).

3. Take out belt slack by applying upward pressure. While holding pressure,
retighten idler boit.
